e Be a MAT provider in Arizona with experience
delivering the continuum of MAT services for at least Participation is open to Arizona
one year or have treated at least 20 patients, controlled substance prescribers

e Participate in AzZMAT Mentors program training,

e Collaborate with 1-3 new MAT providers through one-to-one consultation,

* Follow Arizona Center for Rural Health AZMAT Mentors Program implementation protocols,
e Submit documentation for reimbursement, and

e Participate for an estimate of 21-53 hours.

Legislation Change

e Section 1262 of the Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2023 removes the federal
requirement for practitioners to have a waiver to prescribe medications to treat OUD.
